1. Tip from Tae Kwon Do : The el-
bow is the strongest point on your 
body. If you are close enough to use 
it, do!

Toss it 
away from you... Chances are that 
he is more interested in your wallet 
and/or purse than you, and he will go 
for the wallet/purse.

STROKE IDENTIFICATION: 
It only takes a minute to read this. 
A neurologist says that if he can get 
to a stroke victim within 3 hours he 
can totally reverse the effects of a 
stroke...totally. He said the trick was 
getting a stroke recognized, diag-
nosed, and then getting the patient 
medically cared for within 3 hours, 
which is tough.  
RECOGNIZING A STROKE 
Thank God for the sense to remem-
ber the '3' steps, STR. Read and 
Learn! 
Sometimes symptoms of a stroke 
are difficult to identify. Unfortunately, 
the lack of awareness spells disas-
ter. The stroke victim may suffer se-
vere brain damage when people 
nearby fail to recognize the symp-
toms of a stroke. 
Now doctors say a bystander can 
recognize a stroke by asking three 
simple questions: 
S *Ask the individual to SMILE. 
T *Ask the person to TALK and 
SPEAK A SIMPLE SENTENCE 
(Coherently)

5. How often are the guards 
changed? 
  Guards are changed every thirty 
minutes, twenty-four hours a day, 
365 days a year. 
6. What are the physical traits of the 
guard limited to?  
  For a person to apply for guard du-
ty at the tomb, he must be between 
5' 10' and 6' 2” tall and his waist size  
cannot exceed 30”.  
  They must commit 2 years of life to 
guard the tomb, live in a barracks 
under the tomb, and cannot drink 
any alcohol on or off duty for the rest 
of their lives.

  There are no wrinkles, folds or lint 
on the uniform. Guards dress for 
duty in front of a full-length mirror.  
  The first six months of duty a guard 
cannot talk to anyone nor watch TV. 
All off duty time is spent studying the 
175 notable people laid to rest in 
Arlington National Cemetery. A 
guard must memorize who they are 
and where they are interred. Among 
the notables are:  
President Taft, 
Joe Lewis {the boxer} 
Medal of Honor winner Audie L.  
Murphy, the most decorated soldier 
of WWII and of Hollywood fame.
